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Tarrant County Master Gardener

Project Criteria

1. Projects must meet the following standards:

- Qualify for non-profit designation

- Be accessible to the general public, and

- Be affiliated with a supporting sponsor. 

2. Projects must have:

- A stated educational objective, 

- An identified audience,


- Monetary and material support,

- A specified project Category (see #3 below), and

- A specified onsite work schedule with a minimum two-hour work period (i.e., Tues, 8:30 – 10:30am).

3. There are three categories of Projects:

A. Short-term projects (projects with a duration less than one year):

- These projects will transition to the sponsoring organization for on-going maintenance and/or be identified as needing additional Master Gardener involvement.  Example:  beautification of public areas.

B. Long-term projects (projects with a duration longer than one year): 

- These projects involve horticultural and environmental education for targeted populations.  Example:  school gardens.

C. Docent Projects

- Projects that provide ongoing community education and satisfy speaker’s bureau requests.  Example:  Grapevine Botanical Gardens.

Each project must be chaired and co-chaired by certified Master Gardeners.
5.      All projects must display a standard Tarrant County Master Gardener sign provided by the TCMGA and identify the plant material used in the project.
